If you have
a smart phone you can score while you drink. If not, you can do it from home later. Your beer
scores help us to discover which pubs are serving the best beer and also helps in selecting
candidates for the Good Beer Guide. CAMRA’s website can also be used to give us feedback
on pubs. If you spot that the pub description is inaccurate or the opening hours are wrong, click
on “Suggest an edit” and let us know.
